After receiving numerous accolades and national recognition, Mark left competitive dance to begin focusing on his performing career. He took classes with tap legends such as Henry Letang and Maurice Hines and studied privately with Joseph Webb. He was invited to perform as a soloist with the Tap America Project (TAP) and was seen at such events as the Kennedy Center 25th Anniversary and the Smithsonian 150th Anniversary. Mark then joined Knock on Wood and became a member of the tap group, Tappers With Attitude (TWA). During his time with TWA, Mark had the opportunity to perform on stages up and down the east coast. Shortly thereafter, Mark was casted in the Debbie Allen production of Brothers of the Knight and again graced the Kennedy Center stage. 

By the time Mark was 16, he was ready to begin working as a choreographer and master tap teacher. He worked alongside Laurie Johnson as an assistant and co-teacher on the Tremaine Dance Convention circuit. Simultaneously, Mark began setting tap choreography for numerous studios, as well as teaching master classes. For years, Mark's choreography has been recognized and he continues to teach around the country. He recently opened his own company, The JaM Project, with the mission of providing quality tap dance education and choreography to individuals, studios and companies nationwide.
